Jane and her husband moved around a lot. She lived in 

Burnie, Tasmania, Australia and describes her time there 

as òa wonderful time in our life.ó She taught a class for 7th

-9th grade òslow learnersó and enjoyed the social whirl.  

After six years in Tasmania, Vic transferred to Papua, New 

Guinea, but could not take the family along. Jane moved 

to Brisbane, Australia with their four sons, the closest 

place for Vicõs frequent visits. Her sons thrived in the 

Australian Schools and Jane found her niche working in 

credit sales at a large department store in Brisbaneõs mall. 

From New Guinea, Jane and her family moved back to 

Cleveland, Ohio in the early ô70õs. After two years, Vic left 

the exploration company, and remained unemployed for 

three years. With two college -age sons to support, 

ingenuity was required. Jane and Vic found a farm in 

Aurora, Ohio 40 miles from Kent State University, where 

the boys were enrolled. Vic began working for a drill tool 

company and Jane found a position as a bookkeeper at a 

large Farmerõs Market. They raised chickens, eggs, and 

vegetables that were sold at the market.  

Another relocation took them to Connecticut, then 

eventually to Houston and a home in Conroe, then to 

Alabama and finally a move to Tuscaloosa, Alabama 

where they bought another farm and  began growing 

blackberries, blueberries and apples. Vic went to work 

for the state of Alabama and Jane enrolled at the 

University of Alabama, Tuscaloosa. At age 58, she 

received her B.S. degree, 40 years after her first course 

work. They grew apples -red and yellow delicious, and 

were the first in Alabama to successfully raise Granny 

Smiths. They supplemented their income selling their 

crops. Jane took a position as a mental health specialist at 

the Bryce Mental Health Facility in Tuscaloosa, later 

transferring to the Alabama Public Health Department as 

Clerical Director for a six -county area.  

By 1998, retirement became appealing and she and Vic 

moved to Hilo, Hawaii. She worked as an auditor and 

enjoyed exercising and socializing in her spare time. 

After six years, Vic convinced her to move back to 

Wisconsin. The winters were òterribleó  and she says, òIõll 

never know why I let him talk me into moving back to 

Oshkosh,ó but they were near family again. 

With one son living in Austin, Jane moved to Heatherwilde 

in 2007 after Vic passed away. Jane reflects that, òIõve 

been very, very fortunate in the life Iõve lived. Coming to 

Heatherwilde was one of the better things thatõs happened 

to me. All the residents are so nice. How did they get all 

these angels in one place?!ó
